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1. Qualitative Information on Semi-Annual Consolidated Financial Performance
(1) Explanation of Results of Operations

During the first six months of the fiscal year ending August 31, 2026, the Japanese economy saw continued uncertainty in
overseas economies due to the impact of monetary tightening mainly in Europe and the US and the slow growth of the Chinese
economy, among others. High uncertainty still continued as a result of unstable exchange rates and volatile resource prices,
among others, in addition to the prolonged geopolitical risks concerning Ukraine and the Middle East. The domestic economy,
on the other hand, maintained a moderate recovery trend, partly because both increased corporate earnings and wage hikes in
wider sectors helped improve employment and income conditions, and also because inbound demand recovered and capital
expenditures increased. The monetary environment also saw a change as the Bank of Japan made a sustained move to
normalize its monetary policy. Under such an economic environment, we need to pay close attention to price trends, uncertain
overseas economies, trends in monetary policies, in considering the future outlook.
In Japan’s IT sector, which is the primary business field where the Group provides its services, IT investments aimed at
enhanced corporate operations, improved productivity, and advanced data usage continued to show a steady growth, in line
with corporate DX promotion and the wider application of Al technology, including generative Al. The expanded business
application of generative Al in particular further increased corporate digitalization needs, including the preparation of Al-
enabled infrastructures, cloud environment utilization, the construction of data platforms, and enhanced cybersecurity
measures. On the other hand, the IT personnel shortage in Japan still remains serious, making it a challenge common to the
industry to develop and secure advanced IT personnel who can handle cutting-edge technologies, including generative Al,
cloud, and security.
In such a business environment, the Seraku Group has actively promoted the recruitment and development of highly qualified
IT engineers while seeking to provide a wide range of IT services by building a flexible and stable resource structure through
enhanced alignment with our business partners. We have also been promoting enriched education and training in order to
reinforce engineers’ skills to handle cutting-edge technologies, such as generative Al. In this way, we are working to further
strengthen our corporate structure to firmly build up our position as an Al solution company.
Net sales at the Group increased 1.6% year on year to 12,489,793 thousand yen, operating profit declined 12.0% year on year
to 1,201,864 thousand yen, and ordinary profit decreased 10.9% year on year to 1,237,630 thousand yen. Profit attributable to

owners of parent decreased 22.8% year on year to 709,655 thousand yen.
Results by business segment were as follows.

1) Digital Integration
In the Digital Integration business, we consistently undertake the construction, operation, and maintenance of various IT
systems in the SI (System Integration) area. In addition, we promote initiatives for building a structure to provide more efficient
and advanced services by utilizing Al technologies, including generative Al.
In the DX (Digital Transformation) area, we help companies to introduce, operate, and fully deploy cloud solutions that center
around Salesforce, a customer and sales management system and COMPANY, which is an integrated personnel affairs system.
We also promote the business use of Al in client companies through NewtonX, a ChatGPT utilization service for corporate
clients. Our IoT Cloud Support Center provides 24x7 operations of cloud infrastructures and IoT services.
Looking at the period under review, we took steps to further expand transactions against the backdrop of solid demand for IT
investments in the construction and operation of IT systems, the adoption of cloud platforms, and the implementation of 24x7
managed services. Also, in the areas of Salesforce and COMPANY, we put forward proposals that reinforced consulting
elements concerning projects on sales/business process reforms as well as personnel affairs, seeking to make our services
higher value-added. We also reviewed unit prices for our services. As a result of negotiating price increases with each client,
we realized higher consulting prices.
As aresult, net sales in this segment amounted to 12,040,649 thousand yen, up 1.7% year-on-year. Segment profit was
1,234,181 thousand yen, down 11.8% year-on-year.

2) Midori Cloud
The Midori Cloud business provides a platform service, including Midori Cloud and Farm Cloud, to support the DX of the
agriculture, livestock, and fisheries sectors using IT and a solution service to solve individual issues, particularly those faced
in primary industries.
In the period under review, we spared no effort to increase orders for solution services. We also make upfront investments for
our future business expansion. One of the initiatives includes the expansion of Midori Cloud Rakuraku Shukka, a software-

based solution released in March 2023, to help companies engaging in the distribution of vegetables, fruits, flowers, and rice



adopt digital technologies that use bar codes, cloud systems, etc. With many farmers and shipping authorities facing the same
issue with respect to the collection and shipping operation of agricultural products, we will promote the service with a focus
on JA and agricultural production corporations nationwide.
As a result, net sales in this segment amounted to 116,111 thousand yen, down 14.8% year-on-year. The segment loss was
70,022 thousand yen (segment loss of 49,318 thousand yen in the same period of the previous fiscal year).

3) Mechanical Design and Engineering
In the Mechanical Design and Engineering business, SERAKU Business Solutions, a consolidated subsidiary, provides 3D
CAD technologies and technologies for the quality control of experiments and performance tests, as well as those for
construction and telecommunications.
During the first six months of the fiscal year ending August 31, 2026, we sought to recruit and develop engineers. Sales were
strong, attributable to stable utilization rates and the acquisition of more projects in new technological fields. As we anticipate
the further acquisition of projects in each field and area, we will strive to increase engineers’ added value through training that
aims at business scale and geographic expansion.
Net sales in this segment came to 407,818 thousand yen, up 8.9% year on year. Segment profit was 28,058 thousand yen, up
535.5% year on year.

(2) Explanation of Financial Position
1) Assets, Liabilities and Net Assets
Assets
Total net assets increased by 341,340 thousand yen from the end of the previous fiscal year to 13,665,677 thousand yen. This
was mainly due to increases of 138,375 thousand yen in buildings, 125,643 thousand yen in current assets (other), 82,950
thousand yen in insurance funds, and 42,570 thousand yen in software in progress, partially offset by a decrease of 25,550
thousand yen in cash and deposits.
Liabilities
Total liabilities decreased by 158,067 thousand yen from the end of the previous fiscal year to 4,263,495 thousand yen. This
was attributable largely to decreases of 80,380 thousand yen in current liabilities (other), 78,391 thousand yen in accrued
consumption taxes, 28,038 thousand yen in accounts payable - other, and 16,662 thousand yen in current portion of long-term
borrowings, partially offset by an increase of 21,891 thousand yen in income taxes payable.
Net assets
Total net assets increased by 499,407 thousand yen from the end of the previous fiscal year to 9,402,181 thousand yen. This
increase was attributable chiefly to increases of 533,264 thousand yen in retained earnings and 50,030 thousand yen in treasury
shares, among other factors.

2) Cash flows
Cash and cash equivalents (“net cash”) at the end of the period under review amounted to 7,585,954 thousand yen.

Cash flow in each section of the cash flow statement during the period under review and the main factors are as follows.

Cash flows from operating activities

Net cash provided by operating activities totaled 500,808 thousand yen (compared with 705,366 thousand yen provided in the
same period of the previous fiscal year).

Cash used for income taxes paid of 506,932 thousand yen, an increase in prepaid expenses of 60,028 thousand yen, a decrease
in accrued consumption taxes and related payables of 78,391 thousand yen, and a decrease in accounts payable - other of
72,246 thousand yen, among other factors, were offset by cash provided by profit before income taxes of 1,239,011 thousand
yen.

Cash flows from investing activities

Net cash used in investing activities totaled 300,216 thousand yen (compared with 632,977 thousand yen used in the same
period of the previous fiscal year).

Cash was used for the purchase of property, plant and equipment of 174,535 thousand yen and purchase of insurance funds of

82,950 thousand yen, the purchase of intangible assets of 42,570 thousand yen, among others.

Cash flows from financing activities
Net cash used in financing activities totaled 226,770 thousand yen (compared with 305,067 thousand yen used in the same

period of the previous fiscal year).



Cash was used mainly for dividends paid of 176,312 thousand yen and the purchase of treasury shares of 50,963 thousand yen,
among others.
